      Extreme Games Challenge

       Agility Workshop with Debi Hutchinson and Paula Goss -  March 28th, 2011

You’ve heard all the buzz about the new NADAC Extreme Games, here’s an opportunity to work some courses with Debi Hutchinson and Paula Goss.   

Debi was the first person in the country to earn a NADAC title in these games with her young border collie, Gabe!  Debi has taught for Sharon Nelson, Suzanne clothier, and for a multitude of agility groups across the US.  She gives practical, down to earth workshops on handling and distance skills at all levels.  Debi has a deep knowledge of the entire range of operant conditioning and knows when to apply it.  She has earned multiple NATCH’s on both her McNab Chime, and her border collies, as well as having won at the NADAC Championships. Her students trial in all venues of agility at the highest championship level.  Debi has her own successful obedience and agility training school, Kinder-Pup, in Maryland.  Her agility group, Pawzazz, is among the largest most successful groups in the country. 

Paula Goss has been teaching for Debi as part of PAWZAZZ for over 12 years now.  As well as doing seminars on her own throughout the US and Canada, Paula is also a NADAC Clinician teaching for Sharon Nelson.  She has multiple NATCHes and NADAC Championships on her Border Collies as well as being one of only 12 handlers in the country to have earned the MODSQUAD title (which represents the highest levels of distance handling in agility) with her border collie, Trae.  Her students compete in multiple venues at the highest levels throughout the US.    

Details:  Debi and Paula will be co-hosting a 4 hour workshop from 8am to 12 noon on Monday, March 28th following our NADAC agility trial.   The workshop will be focused on ‘Working the Path’ and the Extreme Games Challenge courses.    Debi and Paula are experts on setting the path of the dog for close work and distance handling.  They begin with having the handler evaluate the path (not the obstacles) presented on the course.  They work with dogs trailing on the Novice level through the elite level.   The workshop will be held at Teri Partington (Nelson’s) *Windy Hill Farm.    Dogs entering the workshop should be trialing from Novice to Elite/Excellent Level or ready to trial at the novice level.
